I. Introduction

Extended abstract less than 4 page long should be submitted to the APMA 2017 submission site (http://apma2017.conf.tw/) by October, 31, 2016. Paper submissions should be made only in PDF files. The acceptance will be notified prior November 30, 2016.
II. Text Formatting
Using A4 paper. The top and bottom margins are 1.8 cm, and the left and right margins are 1.65 cm. Except for Title, Authors and Affiliations, use a double column format. 

Each major section begins with a Heading in 12 point Times New Roman font centered within the column and numbered using Roman numerals (except for Acknowledgement and References), followed by a period, a single space, and the title using an initial capital letter for each word. The remaining letters are in small capitals. The paragraph spacing of the section heading line should be set for 12 points before, and 4 points after. For the body of your paper, use 12-point Times New Roman font and set your line spacing at 1.0 line height with 0 points before and after. Indent each paragraph by 3 mm. 

A. Subsections

As shown, denote subsections with left justified 12-point Times New Roman Italic. Order them with capitalized alphabetic characters (A, B,...). Follow the letter designation with a period, a single space, and then the subsection title capitalizing the first letter of each word. 

B. Equations

Use either the Microsoft Equation Editor or the MathType add-on for equations in your paper. Number equations consecutively with equation numbers in parentheses flush with the right margin, as in Eq. (1). 
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III. Figures and Tables
Figures and tables should utilize as much of the column width as possible in order to maximize legibility. Use 8- to 10-point Helvetica or Arial font for making legible figure. When referring to a figure, use the abbreviation Fig. followed by its number, e.g. Fig. 2. Use Table 1 when referring to tables. Place figure captions directly below each figure and table captions above each table. The figure and table captions should use 11-point font. DO NOT put captions in separate text boxes linked to the figures. Instead, if you choose to use a text box, incorporate the electronic graphic file and the text caption together in a single text box (as is done in this document).  Please insert the figures between existing paragraphs allowing the figures to remain in that relative position. If colors are used in the graphical data, make sure that there is no ambiguity when printed on a black and white printer.

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IV. Citations
Number citations consecutively in square brackets [2]. Multiple references [3], [4] are each numbered with separate brackets [1]-[3]. 

Give all authors’ names; do not use “et al.” Use a space after authors’ initials. Papers that have not been published should be cited as “unpublished work” [5]. Papers that have been submitted for publication should be cited as “submitted” [6]. Papers that have been accepted for publication but not yet assigned to an issue should be cited as “in press” and include the journal abbreviation [7]. Please give affiliations and addresses for private communications [8].  
V. Conclusion

A conclusion section is required. The conclusion may review the main points of the paper. It should not replicate the abstract. A conclusion might elaborate on the importance of the work or suggest applications and extensions.
